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Hello, everybody, I am Jack. I work for at-risk youth programs*. Today I'd like to
tell you a story I heard from one of my friends.

His name is Monty Roberts. He has a big horse ranch in San Ysidro*, California.
He has let me use his ranch to give fund-raising meetings* for the people interested in
the programs.

When I was there last, he introduced me by saying, “I want to tell you why I let Jack
use my house.

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You can find the names of colors in a lot of English expressions. Many of these
expressions, however, talk about colors in very different ways. For example, the
expression black and white can have very different meanings. If something is black
and white, it means it is clear and easy to understand. However, some people see
everything in black and white, and it means that they judge everything they see as
either good or bad. Some people have to see something in black and white to know that
it is true; this black and white talks about seeing something printed, as in a newspaper.
If something is printed in a newspaper, itis ( A ), isn’t it?

The color red is often used to talk about (D[ are / exciting / hot / or / that / things ].
You can listen to red-hotjazz music or eat red-hot chili peppers*. If you roll out the red
carpet for someone, ( B ). On TV, you may see stars walking on the red carpet at
the opening night of a Hollywood movie or at the Academy Awards*. After a big night
like this, the stars often paint the town red, and it means that they celebrate and have
fun at parties all over town. However, red isn’t always fun.

If you make a big mistake like spilling* coffee on your teacher’s desk, perhaps your
face is beet-red* Your teacher’s face may be red with anger, too! Orif ( C ), like
taking someone’s money, you can say that you have caught the person red-handed. It
may be good or bad, but red usually @[ happening /interesting / is / means / something
/ that ].

Blue is different. When people are blue, or have got the blues, it means they feel
sad. Blues music usually tells sad stories. However, blue isn’t always a sad color.
When something happens suddenly to you, you can say it happens out of the blue. For
example, a good idea occurred® to me out of the blue while I was watching TV.

Green is another color that can have very different meanings. In the past, being
green was almost always something bad. For example, if you ride on a boat and feel
seasick®, your face may look green. If someone has something nice that you really want,
like a new car or an expensive watch, you may also be green with envy. Or if you are
starting a new job, you may be called green. It means that you don’t have any
experience.

Now, however, green is usually good. Being green more often means doing good
things for the environment. People who are good at growing plants have a green

thumb* (dMany companies are going green. This means they are recycling more or

are trying to use less energy. In fact, some companies are moving to green buildings



which may use solar power or have plants on their roofs. So if someone asks you how
green you are, it means they want to know if ( D ).

Learning new expressions with colors can be fun, but it’s not always easy. As you
can see, their meanings can sometimes be very different. Try looking for these
expressions in the things you read. If you learn more about how these expressions are
used, you may add a little colorto your writing, or even pass your next English test with

flying colors.
